E-mail assignments have been added to Econ 110 to familiarize students with using computers as a communication tool. 

More problem solving assignments have been added to departmental courses.

More problems requiring calculus have been incorporated into several econ courses including 301, 302, 335, 432, 442, 460, and 466; all of which now have Math 161 as a prerequisite.

A special section of Econ 101 has been developed and made available to Agricultural Business majors emphasizing agricultural economics examples.

Smaller sections of intermediate micro and intermediate macro have been offered while, at the same time, increasing the level of rigor and showing more major-relevant applications. 

More upper division economics courses (e.g. 355, 376, 460) require the writing of term papers and oral presentations of reports. 
Students being encouraged to take Econ 392 as sophomores to get help with letter writing, resume preparation, and interviewing. 

More role-playing exercises have been added to courses such as Econ 332 and 336.
